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Hickory Day School is pleased to announce our partnership 
with Eddie Mitchell and the Hickory Town Soccer League. The 
league is to practice here on campus starting in April. To ready 
our campus, the small lower field will be tilled, fertilized, and 
seeded in the coming weeks. Hickory Dickory Dock, where 
Mitchell is part owner, has generously donated half of the field 
planting costs. 

 The League is to begin practices in 
April. Mitchell, who is a former profes-
sional soccer player, is to serve as the lead 
coach. Three additional coaches are to join 
Mitchell. Practices are to be twice a week 
with games on the weekend. The regular 
fees are as follows: ages 4-11— $50 joining 
fee, $30 monthly; ages 12-18 — $75 join-
ing fee and $50 monthly. HDS students fees 
are discounted $10. 
 Michael McDonald first brought 

Mitchell to present his idea to the HDS board last fall. The 
board is impressed with Mitchell's credentials and philosophy 
about coaching. He plans a "clinic" style practice, limiting play 
to 6 on 6, which is smaller than the full-sized 11 on 11 game. 
This smaller scale play forces players to develop ball technique, 
enabling them to make precise ball touches for greater control. 
Mitchell has already recruited about 60 children from Centro 
Latino who are eager to begin play. Scholarships will be avail-
able in limited number for disadvantaged families. 
 Flyers are to be coming your way soon. Leslie David-
son, building and grounds chairperson, is in charge of the field. 
Chair of the Hickory Town Soccer League-HDS partnership 
will be announced as soon as possible.
